WEATHFR Temperatures were vﬁry changeable, with soms rather cold nights and several
very warm days for this season of years. There was considerable wind, which
raised some dust on several days. No precipitation cccurred during the weeks,

CROPS Wheat is generally in a highly favorable conditions. There were some reports
of soil blowing where surface soil is drye Most of the snow on the wheat
fields has melted without any run-off.

Many of the counties rsport a surﬁlus of farm labor. The open winter weather
so far has enabled farmers to get most of their work done without hired helpe

Increased interest in soil testing is reported, Increased yields from applica=
tion of fertilizer were very apparent last years

The moisture from the melted snow in the range area has packed the soil, making
the grass less suseoeptible to winter injury. Reports on fall seeded grasses are
generally favorable.

The open winter so far has been highly favorable for livestockse Very little
dilsosse is reporteds Hay and forage iz high priceds Some feed shortage is expected
in south-central areas, where snow covering during much of December increased the
feed requirements for cattle. Favorable weather conditions have reduced the need
for feed over most of the State. More or less marked fluctuation in price of cattle
has mads some cattle feeders somewhat "jittery".
