Commercial storage is rather scarce in'

some localities ,and farm storage is becoming tight.

W_'nter wh_a_ continues in _good condition despite the high winds which occurred

last week. Soil ,erosion has been held to a minimum by the heavy plant growth of winter

wheat and the _ heavY stubble of corn and sorghum.

Mogemen_ oft potatoes in the Panhandle has been rather slew during the fall months.

LIVE6TOCK Li'.ves_'ock qontinue in good cbndition. More cattle..are obtaining adequate

feed f_om the cut-over rheadows add pastures and_ only a limited amount of •
hay feeding has been necessary,to-date. 'There is a sharp demand for livestock, parti-

cularly in the areas where losses of sorghum and cor_/ in fields have been heavy. Live-

stock can salvage part of the downed grain and minimize field losses.
