Warm teeperattn_s
allowed f_s to make consAderabls
progress in ifieldwo_k. Soll moisture

supplies remained mostly favc_abls
despite drying winds.

Wheat is beginning to %'urn color.

About 30"-3"_'--of the c_op is turning, compared
with 50% a year earlier and 38% normal.

Condition Improved and is rated as mostly
good ¢o excellsnt by County Agents with

188 of counties reported as excellent,
74% good and 8% fair. Leaf rust was

present In some fields in south cen_al
counties. Insect problems have been

minor to date and have required little
chemical control.

Cond/tion of the corn _,op improved
and is mostly good to excellent wlZh 78%

of counties reported as good, 138 excellent

and 9% fair. Corn grew rapidly last week.

L1kewlse, weed growth was rapid and many
fields ape in need O£ _Itlvatlon.

beet thinning continues and
weeding is g-_ing under way_ Some acre-

age still has not germinated and is being

irrigated. Growing beets are also being

irrigated by some _owers. Planting of
d_ beans is nearing completion.

Alfalfa condition improved and con-
tinues as mostly good to excellent with

67% of cOunties reporting good and 138

excellent. AbOut 75% of the first c_op

has been harvested. Wild hay condition
is mostly good to ex_-'_nt with 65%
good and 32% excellent.

Soil moisture reports on Friday
indicate both top and subsoil supplies
are mostly adequate. Topsoil supplies
were reported as short for 28% of cOunties

and adequate for 72%. Topsoil supplies

are particularly short in much of the

Panhandle. Subsoil supplies were short

for 3% of counties, adequate 92% and
surplus 58.

Fieldwork consisted mainly of corn-

plating soybean and sorghum planting,

cultivating and toter 7 hoeing row crops,

harvesting first c_op alfalfa, applying

fe_tillzer and herbicides, and working

summer fallow. Six days were suitable
for fleldwork.

LIVESTOCK

Range and pasture conditions remained
favorable with 67% of counties repceting
average and 33% above average. Livestock
are doing well. Above normal temperat_es
placed additional s_ress on feedlo_

animals and required extra precaution

in movement of livestock to manket.
