Other areas o©of the State received small
amounts, helping dryland crops to hang on,
but sti1ll needing a good "rain. In the
areas missed by the spotty rains, dryland
crops and pastures were showing varying
degrees of stress, the worst areas were in
the South'and Southwest. Chinch bugs and
grasshoppers' were stillippys;ng damage in
the Southeast and East, and corn borers
were active in the North, Northeast and
East. Field activities consisted of:
harvesting small grains, haying, irrigat-
ing, walking soybeans, working summer
fallow, 1nsect and weed control, and
preparing fields for: fall planting. 2n
average of 4.9 days were suitable for
