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WEATHER

Temperatures averaged around four degrees above
normals for the week. Scattered precipitation occurred
throughout the week with amounts ranging from around a
tenth of an inch in the Panhandle up to near three-fourths
of an inch in the southwest and northeast.

GENERAL

Limited fieldwork was performed this past week
due to wet field conditions as a result of snow melt and
rainfall, according to the Nebraska Agricultural Statistics
Service. Warmer temperatures brought snow melt moisture
to all areas and allowed cattle on stalks to resume grazing,
Some producers were able to work on completing their fall
harvest activities while others had to wait until fields
further dried out. Other farm activities included livestock
care, final winter preparation activities, and general farm
chores.

CROPS

Wheat condition was rated at 4% very poor, 9%
poor, 56% fair, and 31% good. Moisture received from the
snow melt was helpful and has aided plant growth with
warmer temperatures this past week. Concerns remain that
ice and freezing temperatures may have damaged some
wheat fields. Additional moisture and warm temperatures
will be needed to give wheat stands an opportunity to make
additional growth before winter,

LIVESTOCK

Pasture and range condition was rated at 69% of
normal. Supplies of feed grains were rated at 1% short,
76% adequate, and 23% surplus. Supplies of hay and
forage were rated at 5% short, 84% adequate, and 11%
surplus. Cattle on stalks were able to resume gleaning
fields as the snow melted away. Supplemental feeding
needs decreased distinctly.  Calf weaning activities
continued with some moving directly to market.
