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Temperatures for the week averaged five to eleven

degrees above normal across the State. Precipitation was

generally light but widespread, ranging from a tenth of an inch

across much of the eastern thtrd of the State up to 1.7 inches in

the upper Panhandle.

GENERAL

Corn planting made excellem progress last week

across the State, according to the Nebraska Agrtcultural

Statistics Service. Dry, windy weather conditions for most of

last week kept planters in the field, but was stressful for some

wheat fields, alfalfa, and pastures. Some irrigation systems

were in use to aid seed germination and activate herbicides.

Other producer acttvtttes included moving cattle to spring

pastures and livestock care.

CROPS

The winter wheat crop declined to 5% very poor, 11%

poor, 38% fair, 43% good, and 3% excellent. As of Sunday,

62% of the crop had jointed, the same as last year, but nearly a

week ahead of the five-year average of 45%. Wheat streak

mosaic and Russian aphids remained a concern for wheat

growers In southern Panhandle counties and greenbugs in

portions of the Southwest.

Corn planting last week virtually doubled previous

week's compleuon to 79% seeded as of Sunday, well ahead of

23% last year and nearly double the average of41%. Emergence

was at 24%, well ahead of 1% last year and 2% for the average.

Soybean planting also made excellent progress last

week as 26% was completed by week's end. This compared

to 1% last year and 3% average. About 2% had emerged as

of Sunday.

Sorghum planting progressed to 3 % seeded to date,

shghfly ahead of last year with 0%, and average at 2%.

Oat fields were 94% emerged, shghtly ahead of last

year's 90%, but well ahead of the five-year average of 59%.

Condition of the emerged stands showed improvement and

rated 1% very poor, 12% poor, 41% fair, and 46% good.

LIVESTOCK,t PASTURE & RANGE

Pasture and range condition was rated at 9% very poor,

24% poor, 44% fair, 22% good, and 1% excellent The

dry weather conthtnons had slowed growth of pastures

ontmued to raise concerns about grass growth this spring

and summer. Some producers were delaying moving cattle to

pastures due to inadequate grass growth
