There is less than a 10 percent probability of precipitation during the 12 hour
period begining at 8 am and ending at 8 pm that could adversely affect the
performance of pesticides that require a rainfree period after application.

In spite of the drought conditions that have persisted for the past several
months...recent rains have produce adequate to surplus moisture in the topsoil
and will therefore make field work difficult in some locations.

Four inch soil temperatures are generally in the low 40s north mid 40s central
and upper 40s south. Soil temperatures will hold steady or increase slightly
over the next couple of days.

The latest 6 to 10 day outlook for the period April 6th to 10th is calling for
temperatures to average above normal and precipitation to total near normal.

WEATHER SUMMARY FOR THE WEEK ENDING MARCH 31, 2002
Temperatures averaged above normal. Extremes were 74 degrees at Toms River on
March 31, 2002 and 28 degrees at several locations on March 28, 2002.

Weekly rainfall averaged 0.72 inches north, 1.32 inches central, and 1.50 inches
south. The heaviest 24 hour total reported was 1.23 inches at Cape May Courthouse
on March 31, 2002 and April 1, 2002.

Estimated soil moisture, in percent of field capacity, this past week averaged 99
percent north, 99 percent central, and 98 percent south.

Four inch soil temperatures averaged 42 degrees north, 45 degrees central, and 46
degrees south.

AGRICULTURE

Days suitable for field work were 3.6. Scattered showers provided some relief from dry conditions, replenishing surface
reservoirs and top soil moisture supplies. Top soil moisture was rated 2% very short, 11% short, 78% adequate, and
9% surplus. Winter wheat and barley were rated in mostly good condition. Producers were concerned the mild winter
caused excessive growth in some wheat and barley fields. Hay producers have completed seeding new alfalfa fields.
Pastures have begun to green up with some growth reported in the central and southern counties. Mild weather
conditions allowed producers to make good progress harvesting dandelions and leeks. Vegetable producers tended
greenhouse plants, and began planting herbs, summer potatoes, and peas in some areas. Orchard operators cleared
brush, applied fertilizer, and continued pruning apple and peach trees. Mild winter weather resulted in early flowering
in some areas. Some apple producers reported that trees were showing green tips. Peaches and blueberries were
reported in bud stage.
