NEW JERSEY CROP AND WEATHER SUMMARY

Days suitable for field work 3.5. Topsoil moisture supplies were 19% short, 38% adequate, and 43% surplus. Corn
planted 66 %. Sweet corn crop condition was rated good to excellent in most localities. Wet fields limited or halted field
work in some fields. Strawberry harvest extended past normal due to cool conditions in most localities. Cool weather
also enhanced spring lettuce and spinach crop condition as harvest continued.
