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Fulton county is located in the east central portion of the state at the base of the Adirondack mountains. Ir
1998, there were 36,600 acres in farms, 12 percent of the county's total 317,440 acres. There were 205
farms inthe county averaging 179 acres per farm. Fulton county ranks 50th inthe state for number of farms
and 50th for land in farms.

In1997, accordingtothe Census of Agriculture, the market value of all agricultural products sold from county
farms was $9.6 million. Total sales averaged $54,686 per farm. The leading products sold were: dairy
products, cattle and calves, nursery and greenhouse, hay and silage, and fruit and berries.

The average value of land and buildings per farm in 1997 was $232,450. Machinery and equipment were
valued at $62,196 perfarm. Total production expenses in 1997 were $6.9 million for an average of $39,431
per farm. The Census showed 63 percent of the farm operators reported farming as their principal
occupation. The average age of the operator was 54.7 years. Data fromthe U.S. Department of Commerce
showed the average personal income for all wage earners in the county in 1996 was $19,153.
