OKLAHOMA CATTLE ON FEED INVENTORY UP 6 PERCENT FROM LAST YEAR

OKLAHOMA: The inventory of cattle on feed
was 350 thousand head in Oklahoma on
February 1, 2004, for feedlots with capacity of 1,000 or
more head, down lpercent from the previous month but 6
percent above February 1, 2003. Placements during
January were 50 thousand, up 9 percent from one year ago.
Marketings of fed cattle during January were 53 thousand,
up 8 percent from the same month last year. Other
disappearance during January totaled 2 thousand head.

UNITED STATES: Cattle and calves on feed for
slaughter market in the United States
for feedlots with capacity of 1,000 or more head totaled
11.1 million head on February 1, 2004, 4 percent above a
year ago. Placements in feedlots during January totaled
1.75 million, 16 percent below 2003 and 20 percent below
2002. Net placements were 1.65 million. Marketings of fed
cattle during January totaled 1.78 million. Other

disappearance totaled 94,000 during January.

2003 OKLAHOMA PECAN CROP UP 20 PERCENT FROM LAST YEAR

OKLAHOMA: Utilized production for the 2003 Oklahoma pecan crop is estimated at 12 million pounds, unchanged from the
December 1, 2003, preliminary forecast but 20 percent above the 2002 production of 10 million pounds. Of this total, 10 million were
native and seedling pecans and 2 million were improved varieties. The 2003 price per pound for all Oklahoma pecans was 61.7 cents per
pound, up 20 percent from last year’s price of 51.5 cents per pound. The native and seedling price for 2003 was 60.0 cents per pound and
the improved variety price was 70.0 cents per pound. The total value of the 2003 pecan crop was $7.4 million dollars, 44 percent above
last year’s value. Native and seedling pecans comprised 81 percent of the total Oklahoma pecan crop value.

UNITED STATES: The 2003 United States pecan crop was estimated at 263.2 million utilized pounds compared to 263.9 million pounds
on December 1, 2003, and 165.0 million pounds for the 2002 crop year. Improved varieties accounted for 226.5 million pounds of utilized
production while the native and improved varieties accounted for 36.7 million pounds. The U.S. price for all pecans in 2003 was $1.00
per pound, up 5 percent from last year’s price of 95.5 cents per pound. The national price for improved varieties was $1.11 per pound while
the native and improved variety price was 62.7 cents per pound. The total value of the U.S. pecan crop in 2003 was 263.2 million dollars,
up 59 percent from the 2002 pecan crop value. Improved varieties comprised 86 percent of the total U.S. pecan crop value.

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WAGE RATES DOWN 7 PERCENT FROM A YEAR AGO

An estimated 60,000 hired workers were on Oklahoma and Texas farms and ranches during the week of
January 11-17,2004. Of the total hired workers, 45,000 were expected to be employed 150 days or more.

The all hired workers wage rate was $8.43, down 42 cents from last year. Field workers averaged $7.46 per hour, a 67 cent decrease from
the previous year. Livestock worker’s wage rates increased decreased 54 cents from the previous year to $7.97 per hour. Last year at the
same time there were 50,000 hired workers who averaged $8.85 per hour with an average work week of 37.9 hours.
