The following are instructions for downloading the Cropland Data Layer from the NRCS Geospatial Data Gateway.

See note in RED on top of this graphic, for Java options.  I’ve listed FAQ item #2 on bottom of this doc.

Start out by clicking on “Get Data”
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Then click on “Quick State”
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Use the scroll down button to choose your state and click continue afterward.
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Choose Land_use_land_cover and select “Cropland Data Layer by State” and “Continue to Step3”
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All of the CDL data products ever created for a state are bundled into a single zip file, so ND will have many years of CDL’s embedded in the .zip file when you select for download, while other states will have fewer.

Choose “Continue to Step4
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Format for Image Data ( 11a55_CDL )

All Image products are deliverad in their Native format and projection.
This means that image data themes are not reprojectad nor ars they converted to another type of file
format. See the Format and Projections Table for the particulars on ach product.

Compression: All themes and maps delivered via FTP are in Zip format.
NOTE: CD orders and products larger than 2.14 GB ara not compressed into a single archive.





This is where the customer can choose to download the data for free or DVD/CD at cost of reproduction and enters in their specific delivery instructions.
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Here is FAQ #2 that discusses the Java issues, note when you click on the FAQ, the JRE can be installed/updated below.

After confimation that you have Sun JRE version 1.5 installed, check the
following:

« Ensure the link is http://datagateway.nrcs.usda.gov (no 'www.).

« InInternet Explorer, go to "Tools/Internet Options/Delete Files", check
"Delete all offline content' and click OK.

« InInternet Explorer, go to "Tools/Internet Options/Advanced", Under Java
(Sun) CHECK 'Use JRE 15 .. and click OK.

« Close and restart your browser (required for changing java options) or close
your browser and reboot your computer and fry again.

« Make sure that you don't have any firewalls that prevent the JRE from
running.

PLEASE NOTE: The previously recommended "msjavax86.exe" is no longer
an option to run the Gateway java.
