Fresh Market Vegetables

Virginia fresh market veg-
etable producers harvested 18,200
acres of crops, valued at more than 59
million dollars in 2002. This compares
to 20,740 acres and 63 million dollars
in 2001. The decrease in value of pro-
duction for vegetable crops was due to
a decrease in yields for snap beans,
sweet corn, and cumbers; combined
with a lower price for snap beans and
sweet corn. Itwas a hard year for many
vegetable growers in Virginia. Those
who were unable to irrigate suffered
from the drought conditions that per-
sisted throughout the growing season.

The value of major vegetables
grown for processing in Virginia to-
taled more than 1 million dollars,
down 34 percent from last year.
Harvested acreage of processing
vegetables was down 19 percent from
the previous year.
