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CROP SUMMARY FOR WEEK ENDING JUNE 1, 2003

Virginia continued to experience very wet conditions this week with below normal temperatures.  Soils and fields were too wet
for much fieldwork to be done.  Some areas of the state faced flooding.  Days suitable for fieldwork were 2.2.  Much of the planting
was running behind schedule.  The corn crop was facing insect pressure.  Hay quality was diminishing as the crop was maturing
and close to seeding.  However, because of the wet conditions, hay could not be cut and baled.  Much of the remaining barley
was lodging, due to the strong winds and rain, which will make harvesting difficult.  Grazing conditions were very good for
livestock, but feeding areas were muddy.  Other farming activities, when weather allowed, included shearing sheep, planting
vegetables, preparing fields for peanuts, cotton, and soybeans, cutting hay, planting tobacco, and side-dressing corn with nitrogen.
