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CROP SUMMARY FOR WEEK ENDING JUNE 20, 2004

Scattered rain showers and hotter than normal temperatures persisted throughout the week.  Most parts of the State
experienced one inch of rain, save for some remote areas that experienced flash flood with rains exceeding 6 inches.  The
southeastern region of the State did not receive much rain, if any, from these storms.  Days suitable for fieldwork were 4.2. The
quality of hay has decreased due to a delayed harvest caused by the rain.  Winter wheat and barley quality have also been
threatened by the excessive rains.  However, corn and soybeans have flourished in the current weather conditions.  Other farm
activities included tending vegetable crops, cleaning up behind flash floods, and spraying fields for grasshoppers.
