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CROP SUMMARY FOR WEEK ENDING SEPTEMBER 19, 2004

For the third week straight, the Commonwealth of Virginia has had to deal with the remnants of yet another hurricane. The
remnants of Hurricane Ivan produced torrential downpours of rain and spun several tornadoes throughout the Commonwealth.
The weather brought most fieldwork to a halt. Therefore, days suitable for fieldwork were 3.6. There was a minimal amount of
crop damage associated with the weather. Most of the damage was in low lying areas with some counties reporting a limited
amount of wind damage to corn. It was also reported that the excessive moisture is damaging the quality of some grain. Overall,
most of Virginia’s crops remain in good to excellent condition. Corn and soybeans are looking good as well, and apples are
beginning to show some improvement. Other farming activities included selling calves, fencing, as well as cutting hay, tobacco,

and silage.
