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CROP SUMMARY FOR WEEK ENDING NOVEMBER 20, 2005

Cool temperatures and light precipitation were the norm in Virginia this week.  The Commonwealth experienced
its coolest week of the season.  The average low temperature was 21 degrees and the average total amount of rainfall
was .45 inches.  Days suitable for fieldwork were 6.0.  Livestock are continuing to graze in pastures throughout the state.
Soybean harvesting is continuing to progress and winter wheat seeding is nearing completion with 87% seeded.  Some
producers reported that the lack of rainfall is causing many of the small grains to emerge slowly.  Other farming
activities included taking soil samples, applying fall fertilizer, cleaning-up land, doing  farm repairs, and scouting for
diseases.
