| Farﬁa'in thé lowlands of Skagit County generally are specialized. PFPrineipal
crops of the:county include hay, vegetables and berries. Large acreages of crop-
land are devoted to the raising of feed crops because of the importance of llvee
stock and dairy farming in the arsa., Harvested cropland in Skagit County amounted
to 58,396 acres in 1959, The wet climate of the region satisfies the water needs

of most crops raised in the county. Only 3,339 acres of cropland were under
sprinkler irrigation in 1959, - = . '

In 1962 more acreage of green peas was grown in Skaglt County than any other
single erop. Skagit was the state's leading producer of green peas for processing
in 1962 with 19,200 acres. The second ranking crop in terms of acreage was
clover-timothy hay. In 1962 Skagit County was fourth in clover-timothy production
among the counties of washington. 4AlTaifa, oats and sweet corn tied for third
place in the amount of land devoted to crops. Other important Skagit County crops
included wheat, strawberries, barley and grass silage. The county was the state
leader in strawberry production in 1962.

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Crop Trends

A numbe:» of changes are apparent in the emphasis and acreages Skagit County
farmers have given to leading crops, These show the influence of new market
outlets and improved facilities for the distribution and storage of farm prod-
ucts, They also reflect technological adv ances in agriculture. WNew food pro=-
cossing methods have affected the acreages of various crops. Indead, changes
of crop patterns have resulted from the farmer’s own initiative in experimen-
tation with different crops and types of farming.

Skagit County agriculture through specialization and intensification has
become inereasingly more valuable to the regional economy, It has changed from
the growing of hay and grain crops to specialized crops which best suit the area.

Hay Crops

For many years the most iumporitant crop in Skagit County from the acreage
standpoint has been hay. Relatively constant in acreags, it has slightly ine
creased from about 24,000 acres in 1920 to 27,000 in 1950 and 27,630 acres in 1959,

In terms of acreage, clover-timothy hay is the second most prominent crop
of Bkagit County. This hay is well-suited to the humid surmers of the Skagit
and Samish River bottomlands, Heavy dependence of local dairy catile on hay
crops is another reason for the large acreage in the county., Since the pesk of
22,400 acres in 1939, however, there has been a gradual decrease in acreage and
production of clover-timothy hay, The trend toward larger dairy herds has re-
sulted in a sizable proportion of hay land being diverted to pasture or silage.
In addition, dairy and livestock farmers have turned to alfalfa hay. In 1962,
there were about 15,000 acres devoted to clover-timoihy hay in Skagit County.
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The 1962 crop amounted to 34,800 tons which put Skagit County fourth in rank among
Washington counties in clover-timothy production, This erop is grown throughout
the lowland areas of western Skagit County,

‘ Other hay crops are grown on a lesssr scale compared with clover-timothy in
Skagit County., Alfalfa acreage on Skagit farms has declined in recent years but
production has not followed the same trend. In 1959, 6,700 tons of alfalfa were

. harvested off 3,200 acres while in 1962, the production amounted to over 8,000

tons from 2,600 acres, Grass cut for silage has become increasingly more impor-

tant in Skagit County, While there are no statistics for silage grass in censuses

prior to 1950, 2,342 acres were reported in 1950, L,273 acres in 1954 and 6,720

acres in 1959 by Skagit County farmers, The Skagit-Samish Lowland has become one

of the major grass silage producing areas of Washington, Both alfalfa and grass
sllage acreages are scattered throughout the lowland areas of western Skagit -

County,

Vegetables

The most marked change in crop acreage of Skagit County agriculture has been
the recent exvwansion of vegetable farming. The Census of Agriculture in 1920
recorded only Ll acres in commercial and other vegetables in the county. By 1940,
the vegetable acreage had increased to nearly 2,300 acres. The greatest acreage
change and expansion occurred after 1940, According to the Census of Agriculture
in 1959, Skagit County ranked thirty-third among all U, S, counties in vegetable
acreaga, In 1962, Skagit County farmers harvested vegetables from well over
22,000 acres--almost 10 times the 1940 acreage,

Vegetables form the most important crop in Skagit County in terms of value
of sales, In 1959, vegetables sold amounted to L7 percent of the value of all
crops marketed and 20 percent of all farm products sold off Skagit County farms,
Vegetables were grown on ower 28 percent of Skagit County's eroplands in 1959,

Skagit County is the principal producer of broccoli in the state, Most of
the broccoli is contracted by processors for freezing with the balance sold
through fresh market outlets, -In 1962, Skagit County farmers harvested 1,720 tons
of broceoli which represented 66 percent of the state production for the year. -

¢
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The 1962 production of cucumbers for pickles totaled 1,350 tons from 270
acres in Skagit County, The county!s contribution to ths total state production
in'1962 amounted to 11,5 percent, Skagit County was among the top three counties
in the state for cuctmber acreage, '

Cauliflower production in Washington is confined almost exclusively to the
Puget Sound region and Skagit County is one of the leading producers in the state.
Cauliflower is grown both for fresh market -and processing, In 1962, Skagit County
farmers raised 160 acres of cauliflower which produced 1,100 tons, Skagit County's
1962 cauliflower tonnage represented 27.5 percent of the state total,

Vegetables grown on a lesser scale in Skagit County are carrots, cabbages and
tomatoes., The combined acreage of these three crops in the county amounted to 120
acres in 1962, Their acreages have remained relatively steady in recent years,
Snap beans were raised commsrcially in the county until 1959, No acreages have
been reported since then by Skagit County farmers,

Horticultural Specialties

In 1959, 102 farms reported nursery and greenhouse type operations in Skagit
County, About half (53) of these farms had sales of over $2,000 during the year
from marketing nursery and greeshouse products, By far the most important of the
horticultural specialty erops are vegetables grown’for seed. The county has long
been a state leader in vegebable seed production, The area has had the advantage
of an early start on this specialty, Cabbage, turnips, beets and spinach are
among major vegetable seed crops grown in Skagit County, Horticultural and other
nursery products (trees, shrubs, vines, ornamentals, etc,) also are raised in the
county commercially but on a lesser scale than vegetable seeds,

Small Grains

Marked changes have occurred in Skagit County's acreages of small grains--
oats, wheat, barley and rye, Oats at one time was the most important export and
cash crop grown in Skagit County. In 1920, there were 21,212 acres of ocats in the
county, Acreage has declined drastically since then to 2,600 acres in 1962,
About 221,000 bushels of oats were harvested in 1962, Skagit County has main-
tained position as one of the leading oat producers in western Washington,

In ecreags, wheat is the second ranking small grain grown in Skagit Countya
Both spring and winter wheat are grown in the county with the latter predominating.

Barley and rye bomplete the list of the small grains grown in Skagit County.
Acreage trends in both barley and rye have been somewhat erratic over the past
decades. A recent upward trend of barley has occurred with the acreage increasing
from 520 in 1960 to 800 in 1961 and 1,300 in 1962. Although yields declined over
the same three years, production has increased because of the off-setting trend in
acreages. Iye yields, o n the other hand, have increased from 1960 to 1962 while
the acreage decreased, From 70 acres in 1960, rye acreage increased to 150 in
1961, only to return to 70 again in 1962, '

The general reduction of cropland in small grains may be partly attributed to
the decline in the work~horss population within Skagit County and in nearby mar
keling areas , In early years Skagit County exported oats to Seattle and San
Francisco for the feed grain market. Farmers have turned from grains to other
crops such as vegetables and berries which realize a higher cash return per acre,

rries

Slkagit County is one of tho leading producers of berries nationally. The main
berry crop of the county is strawberries. Lesser enphasis has been placed on red
raspberries, blusberries and blackberries which are also grown commercially.
Skagit-Samish Lowland’s deep,; loamy soils have proved to be well-suited to the
berry crops. The area’s relatively mild climate is also advantageous to the
growing of berries, '

In 1959, Skagit County ranked fifteenth among all U. S, counties in strawberry
acreage. Fram about 1,150 acres in 1959, the acreage has increased to 1,490 acres
in 1962. Skagit County was the state’s leading producer of strawberries in 1962
with 12,665,000 pounds which amounted to 26,6 percent of Washington's production.,
Strawberry acreage in Skagit County has been on an upward trend since the disas-
trous freeze in 1955. Northwest strawberries are the predominant variety growm.

ost fymit trees and grape vines in Skagit County are in small plantings
and production is largely for home use, Although fruit and grape production in
general has never reached cormercial levels in the county, there has been a re-
duction in tho number of fruit trees and grape vines particularly during the
1950%s, The most noticeable change over tho years has been the decline in the
number of apple trees, In 1920, the Census of Agriculture enumerated nearly
40,000 apple trees of bearing age in the county, while more recently in 1959

only 1,061 were counted,,

According to the Census, only 158 acres in Skagit County were devoted to
tree fruits, nuts and grapes in 1959, Five years earlier in 1954, the acreage
was 256, Of these acieages, only the production of filbert nuts has bean on a
commercial scale although it, too, has been on the decline in recent years. .
In 1959, Skagit County produced nearly 80,000 pounds of filberts or almost 7- -
percent of the stato production. English walnuts are alsoe growm in the county
but only as & minor erop. » . .
