WEATHER

Average temperatures and precipitation refer to the selected
weather stations on pages 11 and 12.

TEMPERATURES

Below normal temperatures occurred during the month of
January. The monthly average temperature was 26
degrees, compared to 30 degrees, in 2002. The average
temperature for February was 31 degrees, compared to 38
degrees in 2002. Temperatures averaged 45 degrees for
March, compared to 37 degrees in 2002. The monthly
average for April was 54 degrees, compared to 55 in 2002.
The monthly average temperature for May was 61 degrees,
the same as in 2002. The monthly average temperature for
June was 67 degrees, compared to 68 degrees in 2002.
July temperatures averaged 73 degrees, compared to 70
degrees in 2002. The monthly average temperature for
August was 74 degrees, the same as in 2002. The monthly
average temperature for September was 64 degrees,
compared to 63 degrees in 2002. The monthly average
temperature for October was 53 degrees, the same as in
2002. Temperatures for the month of November averaged
48 degrees, the same as 2002. The average temperature for
December was 34 degrees, compared to 40 degrees in
2002.

PRECIPITATION

During January, the average precipitation was 2.02
inches, compared with 2.39 inches in 2002. February
average precipitation was 5.41 inches, compared to
1.97 inches the previous year. Average precipitation
for March was 1.83 inches, compared to 3.44 inches
in 2002. Precipitation during April averaged 3.78
inches compared to 2.22 inches in 2002. The May
monthly average precipitation was 6.79 inches,
compared to 6.08 inches for 2002. For June, the
monthly average precipitation was 6.37 inches,
compared to 4.30 inches for 2002. For July, the
monthly average precipitation was 5.62 inches,
compared to 7.10 inches for 2002. During August,
the monthly average precipitation was 5.10 inches,
compared to 3.38 inches for 2002. The monthly
average precipitation for September was 6.13 inches,
compared to 2.29 inches for 2002. The monthly
average for October was 2.74 inches, compared to
1.23 inches for 2002. Precipitation for the month of
November averaged 6.11 inches, compared to 1.38
inches for 2002. December precipitation averaged
3.30 inches, compared to 3.02 inches during 2002.
