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Late Season Showers Assist Soybeans 
 
For the week ending, August 21, 2011, the days suitable for fieldwork were 5.2 days in Delaware and 6.1 days in Maryland. Soil moisture ratings 
ranged from very short to surplus in both states. A Delaware crop reporter responded, “The last week has been very wet.  Perhaps a little late for 
corn recovery but continued rain throughout the month and into September and soybeans could turn out to be a decent crop.” A Maryland crop 
reporter responded, “Heavy rains on Sunday, there was standing water in many areas.  The rain was too late for most corn, but soybeans responded.  
Alfalfa and pastures have also responded to the rain.”  
 
Delaware hay supplies were mostly adequate to surplus.  Maryland hay supplies were short to mostly adequate.  The third cutting of alfalfa hay was 
86 percent complete in Delaware and 85 percent complete in Maryland.  The second cutting of other hay was complete in Delaware, and the third 
cutting was 47 percent complete.  In Maryland, the second and third cuttings of other hay were 97 percent and 21 percent complete, respectively.   
Pasture conditions benefitted from thunderstorms that moved through Maryland and Delaware. Corn for grain in Delaware was 100 percent dough 
and 65 percent dent.  Maryland field corn was 91 percent dough and 66 percent dent.  Livestock producers continued to harvest corn for silage.  
Soybean bloom in Delaware and Maryland reached   95 percent and 94 percent, respectively.  Sixty-seven percent of Delaware soybeans were setting 
pods.  In Maryland, 77 percent of soybeans were setting pods. Improved soil moisture conditions have also aided in the development of double-
cropped soybeans.  Potato harvest was 93 percent complete in Delaware and 97 percent complete in Maryland.  The peach harvest continued in 
Delaware and Maryland, with progress at 86 percent and 85 percent complete, respectively.  Apples were 52 percent harvested in Delaware and 24 
percent harvested in Maryland.  Summer vegetable harvest continued throughout Delaware and Maryland.
