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Excessive Rains Hold up Fall Harvest 
 
For the week ending, October 3, 2010, the days suitable for fieldwork were 3.6 days in Delaware and 2.7 days in Maryland.  Soil 
moisture ratings in Delaware and Maryland were mostly adequate.  One crop reporter in Delaware reported: “Storms rolled through 
this week, too late for Corn and Soybeans but will help the cover crops that have been planted.”  Another reporter from Maryland 
reported: “The added moisture will help pasture and hay fields recover for the winter but will offer little hope to soybeans.”   
 
Hay supplies were primarily adequate in Delaware and Maryland.  Pasture conditions for both Delaware and Maryland were fair.  
The fourth cutting of other hay was 35 percent complete in Maryland and 54 percent in Delaware while the fourth cutting of alfalfa 
hay was 71 percent complete in Maryland and 62 percent complete in Delaware.  Corn in Delaware was reported mature with 86 
percent harvested for grain and 100 percent harvested for silage.  The Maryland corn crop was 96 percent mature with 68 percent 
harvested for grain and 94 percent harvested for silage.  Delaware soybean reports indicate 97 percent turning color, 35 percent 
dropping leaves and 7 percent harvested.  In Maryland, soybean reports indicate 84 percent turning color, 58 percent dropping leaves 
and 12 percent harvested.  Soybean condition was primarily fair in both States.  Barley was 25 percent planted in Delaware and 54 
percent in Maryland.  Winter wheat was 33 percent planted and 28 percent emerged in Delaware and 38 percent planted and 8 
percent emerged in Maryland.  Apple harvest is ongoing with over 70 percent harvested in both States and good quality reported.   
Fresh market vegetable harvest was nearly complete with most producers expected to finish over the next couple weeks.
