BROILER-TYPE EGGS SET AND BROILER CHICKS PLACED ON DELMARVA

For the week ending July 5, 2014, growers placed 11.4 million broiler chicks in Delmarva growing 

houses, according to the Maryland Field Office of USDA's National Agricultural Statistics Service. 

These placements were 2.0% above the comparable week a year earlier. Broiler-type chicks 

hatched (10.9 million) increased 3.9% from the comparable week in 2013. Eggs set in incubators 

during the week totaled 13.5 million, an increase of 8.8% from the same week a year earlier.  

Federally inspected slaughter on Delmarva was 9.3 million for the week ending June 28, 2014, 

compared to 8.3 million slaughtered during the same week in 2013.

Broiler growers in the 19 State weekly program 

placed 168 million chicks for meat production during the week ending June 28, 2014, down slightly from the 

year earlier. Cumulative placements from December 29, 2013 through June 28, 2014 for the United States were 

4.46 billion. Cumulative placements were down slightly from the same period a year earlier. 
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
