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_%_ATHER The first two days of the week were rather cool, but temperatures were nor-

mal or slightly above, thereafter, v_ th high readings in the lower 90s Sun-

day over extreme northwestern Nebraska. Nainfell was very spotted, with hea%'y to ex-

cessive amounts reported from mhch of the extreme southeastern and east-central por-

tions of the State, locally in the north-central portion, and moderate to locally

heavy amounts elsewhere. Most of the rain fell during the first #our days of the wee_,

CROPS Spotted damage to whea_ from the freeze is reported, mostly in some of the Pan-

handle counties. So far, it appears the damage will not be material. Rye head_

e_ at the time of the freeze suffered greater damage, one county reporting 80% useful

only for hay, and others plowing up.rye fields for corn. No reporte were received

from north-central Nebraska where most of the rye is grown. A little damage to oats°

and barley was reported, but not material. The heavy snow caused much small grain to

lodge, but most of it came up soon after the snow melted. In areas where the rainfal_

has been so heavy, considerable wheat lodged and some of it may not rise.

About 91% of the corn was planted by Saturday, Juno 7. A little replanting due

to the freeze has boon done, but most of the replanting is due to heavy rains and

floods that either washed out or covered up the corn. In most counties, the perocn -_

tags of roplantin_ is light, but in a few counties having terrific rains, it ranges

up to 25%. _Vith 9% unplanted by June 7 and with necessary replanting, it appears

that approximately 15% ef the corn vail be planted Juno 9 or later. About 8_/_ of the

corn vms planted by May 31. Some cultivation of early planted corn was reported. In

a few of the badly flooded areas, _ some farmers arc planting their corn fields to

soybeans. Some corn is being planted in abandoned rye fields.

The heavy snow flattened alfalfa, but nearly all of it has raised again. In somQ

western and northern counties, some freeze damage is reported, necessitating harves-

ting before the crop was ready for cutting. Some loss of sugar boots was reported

and some damage to potatoes. There was scrious_damago to trees and breaking of limbs

duo to the wet, heavy snow which, in places, ranged up to 12 inches. The freeze

caused defoliation of trees in some western Nobreska counties. There was damage to

fruit, but no damage was reported from southeastern Nebraska.

Repents on the condition of crops showed no material change from last week.

v_ith the splendid supply of moisture, the outlook is excellent for the second crop

of alfalfa, wild hay a_d pasture. About _2% of the sorghum crops has boon planted.
