The month was drier than usual a% most
stations, The first half of the month was mild, but cold weather prevailed during
mos% of the latter half.

CROPS Many comments indicated that the situation is quiet in the country since %tle
T price drop. "hile the drop in price has caused considerable worry, in general
there seems to be a tendsncy to hold faed gredins as the surplus 1s not large, some
cowmnties reporting the present supply even helow local needs. There was no rush of
wheat to marlzet, Some reports indicated more heay available at a lower nmrice, In
other places, the price held beczuse the consumption has been increased due to the
long period of cold westher., The demand for oats and barley for spring seeding con-
tinues good,” Some are aven considering barley vhere there has been considerable op-
pesition due to chinch bugs. There is some demand for spring wheat seed.

LIVESTOCX Livestock feeders were more worried than grain famers, fearing that the
drop in grain prices might result in a drop in price of fet cattle, which
had been fed on high priced corn. One report indicated that pgilts might be retained
for breeding instead of accepting lower prices. Some reports indiceted continued
rood demand for baby chicks, while other reports indicated & diminishing demand.
5till others indicated thet with the heavy marketing of fattened stock, the supply
of corn would be adequate for the bhelanecs of feeding operations. Issued by the State
and Fedsral Departmerts of Agriculture and the .feather Bureau.
