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Y;EATHER _!farm, dry and windy weather prevailed during the week, with unseasonably

high temperatures during the last _:¢0 days.

CROPS The crop outlook deteriorated some<_hat during the past week as a result of con-

tinued dry weather which was aggravated last week by high winds. }_ost of the

counties report the too soil is dry and there are some reports of insufTicient mois-

ture to bring the oats and barley up evenly. The seeding of oats and barley is prac-

tically completed and preparation-of ground for corn has made good progress.

Although winter wheat made fairly good progress in western Nebraska, the sur-

face soil is dry and t>e crop is beginning o to need rain. Southwestern Nebraska re-

ports some wheat starting to joint. Growth is quite heawj and this, bogether _¢ith

drying _:_nds of the past week, has tapoed heavily on the reserve subsoil moisture.

Late planted wheat in south central _ebraska has deteriorated considerably and aban-

donment is increasing. The outlook for late wheat is poor, not only because of the

late start, but the lack of moisture, d_r and cracked surface soil and high winds.

The seeding of barley and oats is practically campleted, except where vdnter

wheat is being_ reseeded. Except in southeastern Nebraska where the soil moisture

supply is more nearly ample, there is considerable complaint that the soil is too dry

to sprout the spring shall grains properly, resulting in slow grcq'fch and uneven

stands. Some damage from high winds is also reported. These crops need a rain to
moisten the surface soil.

The condition reworts of both alfalfa and wild hay are lower because of dry

weather end high _nds. There was considerable winter kill of old stands of alfalfa

and also the last autumn seeding beca_se of the dry fall and winter. There is some

increase in spring soedirg of alfalfa. Pastures would also be benefited by rain.

Kimball County reports 1,bOO acres of safflower planted. Some reports indicate a

reduced acreage o__ sugar beets.

Uith few exceptions, rainfall and surface moisture are reported short through-

out the State. Generally, the subsoil moisture supply is ample. Except for heavy

precipitation the last week in February and the first week in _arch in the eastern

portion and sor_ in western Eebrasha, moisture has been very short and rain is needed

for all crops throughout the State.
