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WEATHER The week was rather cool, with little day to day chamges. Hoderate to heevy

rains fell over the northern portion of the Panhandle and the extreme north-
central portion of the State, and over nuch of the south-central and southeastern
portions, but only light to moderate rains occurred elsewhere.

CROPS Rain during the past week and over the weekend materially berefited Febraska

erops. The rain was general over most of the State vith some areas receiving
light smounts, while others received heavy precipitetion, In the western part of the
State, there is sufficient moisture under most of ths winter wheat to carry it
throush to maturity, provided hot, dry weather is not persistent during the month.
iueh of the wheat grown on continuous cropped land -rill produce only light yields
this year and the dry weather has reduced the probadble outturn of sume summer fallow-
od wheat. ‘'Theat is mostly headed except in the northrrest and harvest will be earlier
than last year,

Qats were badly in need of rain and the recent moisture vill benefit the crop.
They are heading rather short and stands are thin in some areas, The oats acreage
is considerably a“ove last vear. 3Barley is headinz in the western part of the State
end harvest will be rather early.

Practiecally all of the intended corn acreage has been planted, but there -will
be small acreags planted later for feed purposes, For the most part, fields are
clean and cultivation has been pgssible over most of the acresze in the easterm part
of the State. Some replanting may be nccessary because of poor geminaticn in dry
seed beds, cubtworn damage in some areas, and heovy washing roins in a few counties
which have covered or washed oult some of the corn. On the whole, the crop appears to
be off to & good start, but general reins will be needed throushout the growing
season as the supnly of subsoil moisture is rather liuited,

In the irrigeted sections of the State, bects are being thinned, bdblocked and
cultivated, Stands are irregular vhere germination was poor. Dry edible beans are
being planted under very favorable weather conditions and the recent moisture in the
Panhandle should cause the crop to geminate and come up quickly. ZPlanting of pota-
toes is getting under way in the north west. The first cutting of alfelfa produced
yields ranping from only feir to mood, The recent moisturs will be beneficial to
starting the second crop, but more rain will be needsd shortly. The wild hay crop
prospect is not too bright, as 7ry conditions during the soring have retarded devele~
opment of grasses. Ronge feed end pastures have besn hurt by the dry weather, but
shnuld malke fair fto good growth ©
