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WEATHER The weather was hot and dry during the first half of the week but cool,

cloudy and humid during the letter half, with spotted rains during the latter
half, which were generally light in the northeast to heavy in the southwest and the
scuthern half of the Panhandle,

Mean temperatures for August ranged from slightly above normal in the east to a
little below over the north-central portion of the Stats. Reinfall was considerably
above normal over most of the central and eastern portions of the State, but the west
was spotted with some stations wet and others very dry.

CROPS There wes no change in the condition of ¢orn during the past week. There wero

a few days of favorable weather, but generally it was entirely +too wet and
colds There wers an increasing number of reports of damage from corn root worm and
some from corn borsr. A few of the southwestern and scath-central counties, whore
weathor has been normal, report a more favorable outlock bubt generally with resorva=
tions bacause of lateness.

Normally, corn should be tassoled by August l. This year 12% was tesseled by
July 28, 44% by August 3, 74% by August 11 and 90% by August 18, Normally, silking
follows tasseling by a day or two. On August 25, 9% of the corn had not silked and
by Septomber 1, 5% of the corn had not silked. Under average conditions the progress
of corn after silking is as followss milk stage, 17 days; oarly roasting cars, 24
days; late roasting eoars, 30 days; denting stage, 37 day.y glazing, 43 days and ripe,
50 dayse Presumably, cold, wet weathor has slowed progress.

# tho Experimental Station at Lincoln firste-year corn following wheat in none
logume and unfertilized rotations is the poorest since' the drouth ysars. In corres-
ponding rotations corn following corn will yield only about half as much bocause of
serious root worm damage. Following legumss, menuring or fertilization with nitrogon,
first-year corn promises to be fully up to normal,

Seeding of wheat in the Panhandle was delayed by rainy weather with about 13%
of the work done. Southwestern and south-central Nebraska secded about 8% of the
erop with practically none sceded elsaewhere. ZIExcept for local areas, where it was too
wot, plowing for fall wheat hes been completod, and genorally sesd beds aro in good
condition exeept in some areas where heavy local rainfall packed the ground too much.

Sorghum crops are late. Bocausso of wet weather considerable of the oats in
northeastorn Nebraska are still in the shock and there is much damage from sprouting
and rotting. About 9% of tho rye has boon sesded. Generally, the third crop of
alfalfa will be heavy., Ranges and pastures are exceptionally good for this datec.

Sood beds ond moisture conditions have been unusually favorable for sceding
alfalfe and grasscs. About 43% of tho alfalfa has becn seeded and 37% of tho grasses
to date, There has becn some difficulty in getting alfalfa seeds The outlook for
this yeaer's socd crop varies considerably duo to weather snd the webworm.
