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WEATHER The week was 000ls Reinfall was heavier than normal over most of the.east-
ern third of the 8tate, and locally heavy in the southwest, but was light
over much of the oentral and narthwestern portions.

CROPS Corn has ample moisture throughout the State. Northeastern Nebraska, which

remained dry longer than the balanes of the State, now has ample moisture,
The bulk of the corn is very late, The omp needs sunshine and warm weathers Some
fields are grassy because wet weather hasg provented sultivation, but most of the
oorn is in a good state of sultivation.

Heavy floods have caused some corn to wash out, and hail storms have done soms
damage. It is too late for replanting. 8tands are a little irregular because of
poor germination due to insdequate moisture earlier in the season.

Winter wheat harvest is being delayed becesuse of wet weather. A few oombines
started last weekend, Very little harvesting has been done to date. Some of the
early Pawnee wheat is shattering,

Much of the wheat in southorn and eastern Nebraske was damaged by drought making
the fields very spotted. Fired spots in the fields have vory short straw, but do
contain & little wheat which is ripe and ready to harvest. Spots that did not fire,
groened up, and grain in those spots has not ripened. Summer fallow wheat and wheat

thet wes not damaged has made greater improvement than oxpected, Hail storms have
caused some damage.

Late oats have improveds There was sonsidsrable abandomnment of oats due to the
spring drought, some being pastured and some being cut for hay. Most of the ocats and

barley in western Nebraska are promising, and there was sonsiderable improvemont to
late oats in northeastern Nobraska.

Some sorghum was washed out from heavy rains, but most of the orop is doing fine.
The acreage hes increased greatly. As in the ocase of oorn, the crop needs warm weathe
or and sunshine, Reports on soybeans are generally favorableo on an inoreased acroage,

Much of the second orop of alfalfa is ready for harvest, Tho first crop was
spotted with yields generally far below average, but the sesond erop is exeeptionally
good and should yield above tho average. Wet weather is delaying the harvest of the
seoond erop in eastern Nebraskn., The first erop is boing harvosted in northwestern
Nebraske with ylelds oxoooding those of castorn Nebraska,

Wild hay is vory promising, and some harvest will start soons Tho wild hay orop

is vory good in the sand hills. The crop got a lato start, but is now about normal
becauso of the cool, wet weathor,.

Pastures are genorally lush., While the growth is not up %o normal in southern
and oastern Nebraska besause of the dry spring, the prosont outleok is vary good
bocausa of the oxcollent moisture. Grass in the sand hills is excoptionally good,

Some sugar beet fiolds havo been abendoned in tho North Platte Valley duc largely
to hail and floodse The reduction in support pricos of boans may reduce the acrecage
bolow earlier planss Some of tho beans havo not done too well bosause of the ool
weather, and hail has also done somo damago,

Planting of lato potatoes is being comploted in the North Platte Valloy, and the
acroags may exocod ocarller plans, The acreage of esorn is much largor, but the ecrop
1s late end has a poor color dus to cool woather and insufficiont sunshine.

Only two counties in tho State reported & short supply of surfaco moisture.
About 60% of tho countios are now roporting an ample supply of subsoil moisture.
Becauso of the long poriod of dry weather, it has taken more than tho usual amount

of rain to penetrato the subsoil. The hoavy rain Thursday night brought tho mush
nooded moisture to northoastern Nebraska,
