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NEBRASKA WELKLY WEATHER AND CROP REPORT

Release 3/16/64 Week Ending 3/16/64

WEATHER Temperature averages ranged from near normal in the Panhandle to almost 5% above
normal along the hissouri River, Temperatures ranged from 6% at Harrison to

72° at Franklin and Red Cloud. Precipitation, mostly in the form of snow, on Tuesday

night and Wednesday totaled less than 1/10 of an inch at most points. There were two

windy days.

CROPS Greening of fall sown small grains is now common in the south and east while in the
Panhandle area most plants remain dormant. The appearance of wheat has been improved
recently where light snows fell but many areas are in serious need of precipitation to
improve both surfacec and subsoil moisture conditions., Pastures are alsc very dry and will
need substantial amounts of rainfall if normal growth is te occur. Rather strong winds
the past week caused further drying of the soil and plants. Some soil erosion took place.
Cccasional reports of early seeding of ocats and legumes were found in the east
and southeast but most activity in the fields was again restricted to cutting stalks
and preparing scedbeds. Spring fertilization of winter wheat fields was well underway.
Soil tests werc being taken in those ficlds soon to be planted to determine the fertilizer
needs.
Farmers who had not started field work were busy removing temporary fences and
making the necessary repairs on permanent fences, Other time was devoted to fanming oats
to be used for sced. cleaning livestock feeding lots, and caring for newborn animals.

LIVESTOCK Cattle are being moved out of corn and sorghum ficlds to permit field work to
begin., Pastures are short from winter grazing and persistent dry weather.

Much supplemental feeding of hay and forage will be required to carry livestock until

pasturces have cnough growth for grazing. Calving is ncaring the mid-point with losses

at a minimum, Conditions have also been favorable for farrowing and lambing. Litter sizes

have been unusually high for the winter scason,
