Additional

tillerlng is taklng place in areas where freeze damaged the stems. These tillers are

shbwing_'fas%er growth than usual•

Sugar beets are emgrging and show little o_ no damage from freezing temperatures which
ocohrred shortly after meplaDting. Favorable moisture conditions are aldlng uniform

strands. Potato planting in the uppem platte Valley is getting undem way. Pasture feed

conditions declined from last week. Cool temperatures and dry weather are not providing

nol_mal growth. Th_ first cuttinK_ of alfalfa will be light as the crop was damaged by

freezingi_emperatures and lack of moisture.
