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WEATHER It was another cloudy week with frequent snows that were generally light,

except in the central and northeast where the snows were heavier and con-

tained appreciable amounts of moisture. The persistent cloudiness resulted in mild

nights and cool days with weekly averages near normal.

CROPS Slightly warmer temperatures accelerated thawing in the southern part of the

State causing moderate runoff. Small icy lakes are forming on flat fields or

those where snow banks are preventing drainage. There is some concern about loss in

wheat fields if they remain covered with water or ice.

Feed yards, lots and roads have become very muddyl Vehicle travel is extremely

difficult to impossible in some areas. Maintaining day-to-day feed supplies for live-

stock, especially large herds, has been a real problem. Hay and forage are in very

short supply in some areas. Below average supplies of hay and forage were reported

by 65 percent of the counties.

LIVESTOCK Livestock gains were limited by the adversities of snow, mud, and

occasional low temperatures. Some farmers in eastern and southern areas

are turning livestock into open fields as feed yards have become too muddy. Keeping

young livestock bedded in dry areas is difficult, and some losses from exposure and

disease were reported.
