WEATHER  The past week was the fourth consecutive week of warm, dry and windy weather in
Nebraska. Weekly temperature averages were eight to 10 degrees above nhormal in
the northeast and 10 to 13 degrees above normal elsewhere. Some new high temperature
records for so early In the season were set. Readings reached the 70s In the northeast and
the 80s elsewhere sometime during the week. The highest reported was 88 degrees at
Frank!in and Red Cloud on Monday. ‘ -
The'weather turned a |ittle cooler on Sunday, and some cloudiness and very ligh
showers were reported in the east. The only moisture report of consequence was .72 inch
at Humboidt in the extreme southeast corner of the State.

CROPS Discing, plowing, fertilizing and stalk cutting were common farm activities as
-~ ~early fleld work progressed. Many farmers were cleaning out lots and shelling corn.

Minor top soil erosion continued in open areas on the windy days. Winter wheat is
reported in good condition although top solil in many areas is dry,

Fire danger continues high. Range and grass fires were common in widely scattered
areas last week. A major fire in Hooker and Thomas Counties was reported to have burned an
area more than 30 miles In length. Individual ranch losses of cattle, buildings and hay
were high,

LIVESTOCK  Field forages are still being grazed in some areas although supplementa! feed-
ing s required in most cases. Warmer femperatures have been helpful to new-
born animals. Livestock condition is generally considered good. ‘
