WEATHER Warm weather prevailed in Nebraska for the sixth week in a row. Temperatures

averaged about sevendegrees above normal. There was a considerable amount of

cloudiness during the week, end ligh% showers and snows fell on 'several days.' In general
the amounts were small, but scattered stations in all _[yisip_& of the State received

amounts ranging from a hal_ inch to three-quarters of an inch.

CROPS Top soll moisture supplie_ improved last week, but 60 percent of the Sta¢e ,_eported
short. Soil erosion probiems have been reduced in most areas, but additional

moisture is needed_wheFe very light precipitation amounts were received'. The _|gher
humidity and precipitation have also reduced threat of range fires. • _'

Farmer_ have-been busy with field operations where soll conditions permitted. Some

easter_cea_-r._pecially lowiands,_are too wet fet_til_lage operations. Most field work
has consisted of stalkshreddlng and fertillzing, with plowing and'dlscing on lighter

soils. A small acreage of oats has been seeded.

W!nter _h_at is ¢oming_out b'f _p_i_ancV as'eyldenced by piants greening. 'Condltions

were rep_rfed:as mostly good to far with a few excellent and poor conditions reported.
