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Wisconsin farm production expenditures totaled $13.0 billion in 

2014, according to the latest USDA, National Agricultural Statistics 

Service – Farm Production Expenditures Annual Summary report.  

This is 13 percent above the 2013 total expenditures.  Feed expense, 

which rose 14 percent to $2.35 billion, represented the largest single 

production expense for Wisconsin farmers in 2014, accounting for 

18 percent of the total.  Farm services were the second largest 

expense, totaling $1.62 billion and 12 percent of the total.  This is 

up 15 percent from 2013.  The largest percentage increases were for 

Miscellaneous Capital expenses (up 250 percent) and Farm 

improvements (up 40 percent).
