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ALASKA: There were 3.5 days suitable for fieldwork. Wind or rain damage to crops was reported as 95% none, 5% light.
Temperatures last week were warmer than normal in Southcentral, where conditions remained dry, but near normal in the Interior where
precipitation was again heavy at times.

TANANA VALLEY: There was 1.0 day suitable for fieldwork last week. Wind or rain damage to crops was reported as 90% none,
10% light. Farm activities included baling some forage oats, preparing for grain harvest, CRP maintenance, fence repair and
maintenance. Rain over most of the week prevented any hay baling.

MATANUSKA VALLEY: There were 7.0 days suitable for fieldwork last week. Wind or rain damage to crops was reported as
100% none. Farm activities for the week included weed control, summer fallow tillage, harvesting vegetables, irrigation, preparing for
grain and potato harvest. Second cutting of hay was underway.
