Cotton planting is 20 percent complete, 8 percentage 
points ahead of the five year average.  Small grain 
acreage is at least 35 percent headed across the State.  
Alfalfa harvest remains active on three-quarters of the 
State’s acreage.  Alfalfa conditions are mostly fair to 
excellent, depending on location.  Range and pasture 
conditions across the State remain mostly poor to good, 
depending on location and elevation. 

Vegetables, Fruit & Specialty Crops 
 
Last week central Arizona growers shipped cabbage, 
carrots, greens, miscellaneous herbs, parsley, and 
spinach.  Western Arizona growers shipped broccoli, 
cabbage, cauliflower, celery, Chinese cabbage, endive, 
escarole, frisee, kale, miscellaneous Asian vegetables 
and herbs, parsley, spinach, and citrus.  Lettuce 
shipments included Boston, green leaf, iceberg, red 
leaf, and romaine.
