Winter Wheat conditions ranged from very poor to excellent throughout the 

State. Rangeland conditions varied widely from very poor to good, depending on location. Central Arizona growers had 

potato and onion movement last week. Western Arizona growers shipped red and green cabbage, kale greens, and 

watermelons last week.
