CROP PROGRESS AND CONDITION
WEEK ENDING MAY 31, 2015

AGRICULTURAL SUMMARY': Alfalfa conditions were mostly good to excellent, depending on location. Harvesting occurred on just
over three-quarters of the alfalfa acreage across the State. Barley conditions were mostly fair to good and Durum Wheat conditions were
mostly good. Winter Wheat conditions ranged from very poor to excellent throughout the State. Rangeland conditions varied widely
from fair to good, depending on location. Central Arizona growers had cantaloupes, honeydews, onion, and potato movement last week.
Western Arizona growers shipped cantaloupes, honeydews, and watermelons last week. Forty two of the fifty reporting weather stations
have year to date precipitation greater than 80 percent of normal.
