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AGRICULTURAL SUMMARY: Alfalfa conditions were mostly good to excellent, depending on location. Harvesting occurred on
over three-quarters of the alfalfa acreage across the State. Barley conditions were mostly fair to excellent and Durum Wheat conditions
were mostly good. Winter Wheat conditions ranged from very poor to excellent throughout the State. Rangeland conditions varied
widely from fair to good, depending on location. Central Arizona growers had cantaloupes, honeydews, mixed and miscellaneous
melons, and watermelon movement last week. Western Arizona growers shipped green bell peppers, cantaloupes, mixed and
miscellaneous melons, and watermelons last week. Three reporting weather stations Canyon de Chelly, Page and Tec Nos Pos have year
to date precipitation greater than 200 percent of normal. Paloma and Sahuarita stations have the lowest year to date precipitation at 54
and 60 percent of normal, respectively.
