WEEK ENDING JUNE 11, 2017 

 
AGRICULTURAL SUMMARY:  Mature durum wheat was estimated at 72 percent complete with 35 percent harvested for grain, according to the 

Mountain Regional Field Office of the National Agricultural Statistics Service, USDA.  Mature barley was estimated at 85 percent complete with 40 

percent harvested for grain.  Durum wheat and barley conditions were rated mostly good to excellent.  Cotton emerging was estimated at 95 percent, 

squaring at 35 percent complete, and setting bolls at 7 percent complete.  Cotton conditions were rated mostly good to excellent.  Alfalfa conditions 

were rated mostly excellent to good, depending on location last week, with harvesting taking place on more than three-quarters of the alfalfa acreage 

across the State.  Last week, Arizona growers shipped cantaloupes, honeydews, mixed melons, and seedless watermelons.  Pasture and range 

conditions were rated mostly good to fair.  High winds and warm temps were rapidly depleting soil moisture and causing forage to dry out in the 

Northeastern part of the State.  Lack of moisture has caused ground cracks in the Southern part of the State.  All but 7 of the 51 weather stations 

reported above normal temperatures last week, ranging from 6 degrees below to 10 degrees above normal across the entire State.  Temperatures 

ranged from a low of 33 degrees at Grand Canyon to a high of 112 degrees at Bullhead City.  The least amount of precipitation was reported at 

Paradise at 0.01 inches, and the most precipitation was reported at Kartchner at 0.19 inches.  Teec Nos Pos year to date precipitation was the highest 

percent of normal in the State, while Sahuarita was the driest.
