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AGRICULTURAL SUMMARY: By the end of the week, 70 percent of the cotton acreage had been defoliated compared with 62 percent
last year, and 27 percent had been harvested compared with 26 percent last year, according to the Mountain Regional Field Office of
the National Agricultural Statistics Service, USDA. Cotton conditions were rated mostly good to excellent. Alfalfa conditions were rated
mostly excellent to good, depending on location last week with harvesting taking place on more than three-quarters of the alfalfa acreage
across the state. Statewide, pasture and range conditions were rated mostly fair to poor. Extreme to severe dryness and high temperatures
have affected forage growth in the entire state. In the north central part of the state, stock tanks are empty and ranchers have been
reducing their livestock herds in the northwestern part of the state. In the south central part of the state, precipitation totals have been
below normal compared to previous years and are affecting soil moisture conditions.
