According to the National Agricultural Statistics Service in Arkansas, there were 4.9 days suitable for fieldwork for 

the week ending Sunday, July 13, 2014. Topsoil moisture supplies were 0 percent very short, 17 percent short, 67 

percent adequate, and 16 percent surplus. Subsoil moisture supplies were 1 percent very short, 17 percent short, 70 

percent adequate, and 12 percent surplus. Low temperatures ranged from 59.1 degrees Fahrenheit at Pocahontas to 

72.4 degrees Fahrenheit at Des Arc. Highs ranged from 81.1 degrees Fahrenheit at Kingston to 93.4 degrees 

Fahrenheit at Eudora. The precipitation for this week was spread throughout the state, with the highest concentration 

in the west central part of the state with an average of 3.21 inches.

“Weed control in peanuts was completed during the week. Irrigation will be starting on peanuts if rain is not received 

in the next few days. Herbicide applications on soybean and a few late rice fields were applied as well as flooding of 

rice. Some corn fields received irrigation during the week. Forage producers made hay while the sun was out, 

scattered rain in some areas of the county prevented hay baling. A few armyworms have been seen in turn rows, rice 

and sorghum, which have caused very little damage thus far in the county.”
