According to the National Agricultural Statistics Service in Arkansas, there were 3.7 days suitable for fieldwork for the 

week ending Sunday, July 6, 2014. Topsoil moisture supplies were 0 percent very short, 14 percent short, 66 percent 

adequate, and 20 percent surplus. Subsoil moisture supplies were 1 percent very short, 13 percent short, 70 percent 

adequate, and 16 percent surplus. Low temperatures ranged from 54.8 degrees Fahrenheit at Pocahontas to 70.7 degrees 

Fahrenheit at Eudora. Highs ranged from 79.4 degrees Fahrenheit at Kingston to 91.7 degrees Fahrenheit at Eudora. The 

precipitation for this week was spread throughout the state, with the highest concentration of rainfall in the northeast part 

of the state with an average of 1.30 inches.

Wheat harvest is over with generally good yields reported along with poor 

test weights.”

“Field work was limited due to wet fields. Significant damage occurred due to the heavy rains of last Sunday in the 

southern half of the county. This damage was primarily in the form of dead and damaged soybeans, and washed out 

rice levees. Farmers were able to get back in the field in some areas late in the week to resume wheat harvest and 

soybean planting. Rice farmers were applying midseason herbicides and fertilizer. Soybean herbicides were applied 

where conditions allowed. Sweet corn and melon harvest was underway.”

Cotton is 

beginning to bloom. Hay cutting has been limited due to rain. Remaining wheat to be harvested has sprouted or fell 

to the ground.”
