According to the National Agricultural Statistics Service in Arkansas, there were 5.9 days suitable for fieldwork for 

the week ending Sunday, July 27, 2014. Topsoil moisture supplies were 1 percent very short, 26 percent short, 64 

percent adequate, and 9 percent surplus. Subsoil moisture supplies were 1 percent very short, 18 percent short, 73 

percent adequate, and 8 percent surplus. Low temperatures ranged from 58.1 degrees Fahrenheit at Mammoth Spring 

to 69.1 degrees Fahrenheit at Eudora. Highs ranged from 82.0 degrees Fahrenheit at Dequeen to 91.4 degrees 

Fahrenheit at Eudora. The precipitation for this week was spread throughout the state, with the highest concentration 

in the west central region of the state with an average of 1.33 inches.

“Reporting moisture conditions has been difficult for the past 2 or 3 weeks. Parts of the county have received timely 

rainfall, while other areas have not. Many areas have not had to irrigate much (if any on some crops)and other parts 

of the county have been irrigation weekly.”

“The western and northern parts of the county received early week thunderstorm activity. Some wind damage was 

noted to headed rice and corn. Rainfall amounts varied from .25" to 1.5". Corn is approaching 50% to 70% starch 

layer with reports of rice stinkbugs, sheath blight and blast treatments being made. Soybeans are emerging to pod fill 

with corn earworm populations picking up and frog eye leaf spot increasing. Sorghum is milk to soft dough with 

webworm and earworm infestations. Cotton is blooming. Hay is being baled around rainfall.”

“Dry weather has arrived. Most crops are being irrigated now. The cooler temperatures have slowed crop maturity. 

Plant bugs in cotton are the main insect producers are having to control. Pigweeds in cotton and soybeans are being 

hand chopped. Lay-by herbicides are being applied to cotton. Seems rice is 7-10 days behind our DD-50 reports. 

Heat units are needed to mature our rice and cotton crops.”
