Message from the Editor
This is the final Arkansas Crop Progress and Condition Report for 2020. We will resume this report in March 2021. We
would like to give special thanks to our County Agents, Arkansas Cooperative Extension Service, and the Southern
Regional Climate Center for their ongoing participation.

According to the National Agricultural Statistics Service in Arkansas, there were 4.4 days suitable for fieldwork for the
week ending Sunday, November 29, 2020. Topsoil moisture supplies were 0 percent very short, 5 percent short,

77 percent adequate, and 18 percent surplus. Subsoil moisture supplies were 2 percent very short, 8 percent short,

74 percent adequate, and 16 percent surplus. Low temperatures ranged from 30.7 degrees Fahrenheit at Mammoth to

43.6 degrees Fahrenheit at Portland. Highs ranged from 51.4 degrees Fahrenheit at Kingston to 67.0 degrees Fahrenheit at
Portland. Light to moderate precipitation was received throughout the State, with the highest concentration occurring in
the west central part of the State with an average of 1.21 inches.
