Arkansas Rice Acreage Planted Down 6 Percent from 2014
Corn Acreage Planted Down 7 Percent from 2014
Cotton Acreage Planted Down 28 Percent from 2014
Soybean Acreage Planted Up 2 Percent from 2014

Corn planted area for all purpose is estimated at 500,000 acres, down 40,000 acres from a year ago and down 30,000 acres
from March planting intentions.

Cotton planted acres is estimated at 240,000, down 95,000 acres from a year ago but up 10,000 acres from March planting
intentions. If realized, this would be the lowest planted acres on record in the state. Farmers have planted an estimated 99
percent of the acreage to genetically modified varieties.

Hay, All expected to be harvested is estimated at 1,055,000 acres, down 170,000 acres from a year ago and down
145,000 acres from March intentions. If realized, this would be the lowest harvested acres since 1995 when the state
harvested 1,050,000 acres.

Oats for all purposes planted acres is estimated at 12,000 acres, unchanged from 2014 and unchanged from March planting
intentions.

Rice planted area for all rice for 2015 is estimated at 1.39 million acres, down 95,000 acres from a year ago and down
50,000 acres from March planting intentions. Breakout is 1,150,000 acres on long grain, 240,000 acres on medium grain
and 1,000 acres on short grain.

Sorghum planted area is estimated at 500,000 acres, up 330,000 acres from a year ago and up 250,000 acres from March
planting intentions. If realized, this would be the highest planted acres since 1986 when the state planted 675,000 acres.

Soybeans planted area is estimated at 3.3 million acres, up 60,000 acres from a year ago but down 150,000 acres from
March planting intentions. Farmers have planted an estimated 97 percent of the acreage to genetically modified varieties.

Sweet Potatoes estimated planted area is estimated at 4,000 acres, unchanged from 2014 but up 200 acres from March
planting intentions.

Winter Wheat planted acres is estimated at 350,000 acres, down 115,000 acres from a year ago and down 40,000 acres from
March plantings. Wheat acres intended to be harvested for grain this year is estimated at 270,000, down 125,000 acres from
the 2014 harvest.
