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This report contains the results from the 2016 September Ag Yield and Objective Yield Surveys. The data are also posted on our Web
site at http://www.nass.usda.gov/ar and in a more detailed report at http://www.nass.usda.gov. Thanks to all who responded to these
surveys, and to those cotton and soybean producers who allowed objective measurements to be taken in their fields.

Soybean and Sorghum Forecasted Production Down from Last Year
Corn, Cotton, and Rice Forecasted Production Up from Last Year

Arkansas corn for grain production is forecast at 135 million bushels, down 3 percent from the August 1 forecast but up
68 percent from 2015. Based on conditions as of September 1, yield is expected to average 184 bushels per acre, down 5
bushels from last month but up 3 bushels from last year. Producers expect to harvest 735,000 acres of corn for grain, up
290,000 acres from 2015.

All cotton production is forecast at 850,000 bales, up 50,000 bales from the August 1 forecast and 379,000 bales above
last year. Yield is expected to average 1,088 pounds per harvested acre, up 36 pounds from last month but down 4 pounds
from 2015. Planted acreage is revised to 380,000 acres, up 10,000 acres from June 2016. Harvested acreage is revised
from 365,000 acres to 375,000 acres.

Total rice production for the state is forecast at 113 million hundredweight, down 5 percent from the August 1 forecast
but up 19 percent from last year’s production of 94.3 million hundredweight. Based on conditions as of September 1, the
all rice yield for 2016 is forecast at 7,400 pounds per acre, down 100 pounds from last month but up 60 pounds from last
year. Planted acreage is revised to 1.55 million acres, down 30,000 acres from June 2016. Breakdowns by grain length
are: long grain planted area is 1.42 million acres, medium grain planted area is 135,000 acres, and short grain planted area
is 1,000 acres. Harvested acreage for all rice is revised to 1.52 million acres, down 54,000 acres from last month.

Sorghum for grain production in 2016 is forecast at 2.89 million bushels, down 11 percent from the August 1 forecast and
down 93 percent from a year ago. Based on September 1 conditions, yield is expected to average 78 bushels per acre,
down 10 bushels from last month and down 20 bushels from 2015. Area for grain harvest, at 37,000 acres, is down
403,000 acres from 2015.

Soybean production in 2016 is forecast at 153 million bushels, up 4 percent from last month’s forecast but down 2 percent

from last year. Based on September 1 conditions, yield is expected to average 49 bushels per acre, up 2 bushels from last
month but unchanged from last year. Area for harvest, at 3.12 million acres, is down 50,000 acres from 2015.
