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WEATHER

A dry and gradual warming trend was seen through the week, with temperatures becoming steadier for the
weekend with a slight cooling in the low lying valley regions of the State late Saturday. Coastal areas increased
from highs in the 70s and lows near 50 early in the week to highs near 85 and lows reaching the low 60s.

Mountain regions stayed consistently near 30 throughout the week, with the coldest temperature being 28 on
Monday in the vicinity of Lake Tahoe and near Bridgeport. The valleys saw highs rise from the 80s early in the
week to near 100 by the end of the week, before cooling back to the upper 90s for the weekend. Overnight lows
hung around the 50s and 60s through the 7 day period.

Numerous desert locations reached 110 by midweek, the highest being 113 at Death Valley, before leveling off
to 95-105 for the weekend. No reliable site reported rain for the week, while mountain tops still remain absent of
snow.

FIELD CROPS

In Tulare County, corn silage harvest was ongoing. Sorghum silage was in various stages of development, with
some fields now being harvested. Harvested silage fields were being tilled in preparation for winter grains.
Cotton was past flowering stage, and bolls were opening. Cotton defoliation was slated to begin in a few weeks.
Alfalfa was being irrigated, cut, and baled. Black-eyed beans were being harvested. Winter wheat plaining
was ongoing.

FRUIT CROPS

In Sutter County, stone fruit harvest was nearly complete. Harvest of some late variety stone fruit orchards
continued. Wine, table and raisin grape harvest was ongoing. Harvest of early wine grape varieties was
complete. Some wine grape yields were reported to be lower than anticipated. Raisin grapes continued to be
placed on trays for drying. Pomegranate harvest continued. Persimmons continued to gain size and change
color. Valencia oranges and lemons were harvested and packed. Early apple varieties were harvested.

NUT CROPS

The almond harvest continued. Walnut orchards were being prepared for harvest and sprayed for husk fly and
Navel orangeworm. Ethephon sprays were applied to some walnut groves. Pistachio harvest continued.

VEGETABLE CROPS

The processing tomato harvest was slowing. In San Mateo County, harvest of brussels sprouts and pumpkins
began. In Monterey County, brassica and leafy green crops were developing well. In Fresno County, vegetable
plantings were growing well. Harvest continued for tomatoes, onions, garlic, melons, Bell peppers, lettuce for
seed, parsley, squash, eggplant, cucumbers, carrots and specialty vegetables. In Imperial County, broccoli
and cauliflower were planted. In Tulare County, fall vegetables were developing well. Summer vegetables
were harvested and sold domestically. Zucchini, Italian squash, Bell peppers, tomatoes, sweet corn, eggplant
and cucumbers were harvested for local stands and Farmers’ Markets.

LIVESTOCK
Foothill range and non-irrigated pasture were in fair to poor condition, while valley rangeland was in fair to very

poor condition. To mitigate the poor range forage quality, supplemental feeding was ongoing. Sheep continued
to graze retired cropland as well as harvested melon and vegetable fields. Bees were still active in squash fields.
