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WEATHER

Temperature highs ranged from the mid 30s to low 50s in the mountains, high 40s to mid 60s in the
valley, mid 50s to low 70s along the coast, and low 50s to mid 70s in the desert. Temperature lows
ranged from the single digits to mid 20s in the mountains, low 10s to high 20s in the desert, mid 20s to
mid 40s along the coast, and low 30s to mid 40s in the valley.

FIELD CROPS
Harvested silage fields were being plowed and leveled for planting of winter forage crops and spring
commodities in Tulare County. Winter grain plantings were beginning to emerge from the soil. Alfalfa

continued to be cut and baled on an ongoing basis. Cotton harvest was near completion. In Sutter
County, winter wheat planting began.

FRUIT CROPS

Pomegranate, kiwi, pear, and persimmon harvests were ongoing. Mandarin oranges began to be
harvested. Lemon and lime harvests continued in many areas throughout the state. Fruit trees were
pushed out, dried, burned, and ripped to prepare fields for replanting.

NUT CROPS

Walnut and pistachio harvests wrapped up for the season. While fields were still accessible, irrigation
system installation and maintenance was conducted.

VEGETABLE CROPS

Tulare County reported continued harvesting of bell and Jalapeno peppers, eggplant and squash.

LIVESTOCK

Foothill rangeland and non-irrigated pasture were reported to be in poor condition. Rain improved soil
conditions. Sheep grazed harvested grain fields, retired farmland and alfalfa fields. Supplemental
feeding of cattle continued.
