California cut flower production accounts for 78.2 percent of the total cut flower wholesale value. The
$327 million value was down 2.7 percent from the 2012 value of $337 million.

California leads the nation in potted flowering plant values for 2013 with a total value of $297 million, a
17 percent increase in value from the $253 million in 2012. California potted flowering production accounted
for 38 percent of the 15-state wholesale value.
