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Agricultural Summary: Wesather conditions were
warm and dry last week across Colorado. Most areas
reported precipitation well below average and
temperatures were above average. This has allowed
producers to make substantial progress harvesting winter
wheat. Producers had an average of 6.6 days suitable for
fieldwork.

Small Grains: The winter wheat crop was at 88 percent
ripe and 48 percent harvested by the end of the week.
The crop continues to be rated in mostly good to excellent
condition. Spring barley was 84 percent headed and 28
percent turning color with the crop in mostly good to
excellent condition. Spring wheat was 74 percent headed
with 16 percent turning color last week with the crop in
mostly good to fair condition.

Row Crops. Sorghum was 12 percent headed and the
crop is in mostly good condition. Dry onions and
sunflowers were rated in mostly good condition. Summer
potatoes continue to be in mostly excellent to good
condition. Fall potatoes were in mostly good to fair
condition. Corn was 6 percent silked by the end of the
week with the crop in mostly good to excellent condition.
Sugarbeets are still in mostly good condition. Dry beans
were 95 percent emerged and 11 percent flowered with
the crop in mostly good condition.

Alfalfa Hay: Second cutting was 31 percent complete
by the end of the week. The crop israted in mostly good
condition.

Pasture and Range: Pasture and range conditions
continued to decline last week due to the lack of
moisture and elevated temperatures. They were rated in
mostly good to fair condition.

Livestock: Death losses for cattle and sheep were rated
below average for the week. Livestock condition is
rated in mostly good to excellent. Stored feed supplies
are below average for thistime of year.
